6. SPECIAL ORDERS
6.1 Report: CSULB President Conoley (TIME CERTAIN: 2:15 pm)
· Attended the Legacy Lecturer event which honored a retired faculty.
· We have $8 million of unspent college scholarship money. It is understandable if colleges have a plan and are working toward utilizing this money. She also recommends giving students meaningful award amounts. It is a serious problem that we have unspent funds, it makes it harder to seek new donations to help more students. All paperwork for scholarships needs to be completed early in the spring semester prior to the year of distribution.
· Has been meeting with small focus groups of students of about 20 at a time to receive feedback from them regarding their education and college experience. Has received a lot of encouraging comments from students. 
· Parking: They are looking into devices that will electronically count open parking spaces and we will be able to see the amount of parking spaces in each lot.  
· Asking for changes to Executive search policy to allow for input from Deans and Lecturers in future executive Search Committees. 

· Senator Pickett announced that the Department of Physics and Astronomy at CSULB has made significant, research-based and quantitatively assessed improvements throughout their program and achieved a transformative increase in the number of physics degrees awarded at the University, particularly to URM students, along with improved education of not only their majors but all STEM students. · Senator Schürer asked about simplifying the financial process for abroad experiences (payments for international vendors). Dean Joshee stated they have made some progress on this matter, but there is still work to be done. An additional $50,000 has been made available for study abroad scholarships.
· Request for timely communication from University police department with campus community after acts of violence occur on other campuses. The campus safety committee is working on safety concerns on a continual basis. 
6.2 Report: CFA President Douglas Domingo-Forasté
· Correction: Equal number of MPP’s and staff as there are faculty.
· The average faculty salary has increased about 10%, the average MPP salary has increased about 48%. 
· The mediator just certified for fact-finding. Strike vote begins on October 19 through 28. Rally will take place in front of Macintosh building at noon. Must be a CFA member to vote. If the vote indicates desire for a strike, action will not take place until the spring semester. 

· Student CA Teacher’s Association (SCTA) - A new chapter is being founded. 
7. UNFINISHED BUSINESS: 
7.1 Temporary change in Policy on Class Scheduling (99-24) for Fall 2016 and Spring 2017 – SECOND READING 

· Senator Pickett spoke against the schedule changes including stating that most chairs do not agree with this temporary change. A discussion ensued regarding the need and the urgency to change the schedule classes as well as the potential inconvenience caused by the changes. 
A vote ensued to refer Policy 99-24 to CEPC:
Approve: 31
Oppose: 21
The policy will be referred. 
A move to withdraw the temporary change in 99-24:

Approve: 41

Oppose: 5

The temporary changed policy was withdrawn. The original policy will be forwarded to CEPC. 

7.1.1 Resolution on Class Scheduling

Senator Frear made the following amendment: “Resolved that departments which fully utilize classroom space on Fridays be exempt from clause 3.100, and be it therefore,”
A vote ensued: 
Approve: 17
Oppose: 29
The amendment did not pass. 

Senator Pickett made the following amendment: “Resolved that the general education courses shall be granted exceptions to clause 3.100, and be it therefore” 

A vote ensued:
Approve: 10

Oppose: 39

This amendment did not pass. 

Senator Hamano made the following amendment to strike a portion of the second “resolved” section that talks about Clause 3.100. 

A vote ensued: 

Approve: 11

Oppose: 38

This deletion did not pass. 

Senator Schürer made an amendment to insert the following statement in the second resolve: “During the academic years 2016-17 and 2017-18”

A vote ensued:

Approve: 36

Oppose: 15

This insertion in the second resolve was approved. 

A vote ensued for the resolution as a whole as amended:

Approve: 40
Oppose: 8
The amended resolution passed.

(AS-968-15/FPPC) – SECOND READING
