1. CALL TO ORDER

Meeting was called to order at 2:03pm

4.1 Executive Committee

4.1.1 Announcements 


Chair Vollendorf Introduced new emeritus representative Senator Crowther to replace Senator Nelson.

Chair Vollendorf announced a call for nominations for ASCSU.
Chair Vollendorf reminded senators that the Academic Senate Reception will take place February 16 in the Anatol Center at 2pm. 
Senator O’Connor announced two new Senators from CED: John Murray and Laura Forest.  They will be serving for the spring semester for individuals gone on sabbatical. 

4.2 Nominating Committee: Report from the Chair

Senator Sciortino nominated Andrew Byrom (COTA) for the University Awards Committee.
Approved by unanimous consent.

6. SPECIAL ORDERS: 

6.1.1 Terre Allen, Faculty Center for Professional Development, Faculty Worklife Survey Presentation (TIME CERTAIN: 3:15 p.m.)

Director Allen presented her research via that worked toward identifying faculty satisfaction on campus. She recognized individuals involved with the research project and gave her PowerPoint, which will be available on the Academic Affairs website along with all of the data.
Following the presentation, Provost Para indicated that the university would be focusing on improving mentoring as an action item in the coming months, including having meetings with new faculty cohorts from the past three years and, in 2012-13, meeting with different groups of faculty (e.g., associate professors and full professors) to discuss how to improve mentoring. 

7. OLD BUSINESS

7.1 M.S. in Geographic Information Science (AS-849-11/CEPC/URC) – SECOND READING (TIME CERTAIN: 2:15 p.m.)


Senator Soni asked for clarification on faculty training and course assignments.  Professor Suzanne Wechsler responded that four faculty from the department of Geography will be teaching the GIS courses. They may hire professionals to teach a couple of the basic programming courses and this has been included into the budget. The MA courses will be taught by the College of Natural Science. At this time, as per Dean Riposa’s clarification, no plans for business faculty to teach the classes have been made. 
Senator Bill asked about the title of the degree. Clarification was offered regarding accreditation issues and Vice Provost Lindsay’s research on this issue at CSU level. M.S. is the appropriate title.

Chair Vollendorf thanked those involved with the development of the program.

7.2 Revised Charge of the International Education Committee (AS-868-11/CEPC) – SECOND READING

Chair Vollendorf stated that due to lack of amendments, the charge from last week is the charge in this meeting. Senator Hempel-Lamer asked for clarification about the votes being so close in committee and council regarding the ALI lecturer representation and the ex-officio voting. 
Senator Marcus summarized the information provided to the Senate in the memo he distributed regarding the representation discussion and the voting issue.

Chair Vollendorf clarified that currently ex-officio members are non-voting in this document.
Discussion ensued regarding number of ALI faculty, committee size, and lecturer representation from ALI. 

Senator Soni asked whether ALI has tenure-track faculty. The answer was no. Senator Colburn asked 

Chair Vollendorf asked if the steering groups of the committee meets with nominating committee. Senator Marcus said yes and there are five in the steering group. After discussion, Senator Soni moved the amendment that the chair of the IEC or designee should meet with the Nominating Committee.  The amendment was considered friendly and was then voted upon:

Abstain: 0

Senator Torabzadeh moved to increase the ALI representatives to two full-time faculty. A second came from the floor. The amendment was discussed in terms of numbers of full-time equivalent faculty in ALI, numbers of students served, and what the discussions at the International Education Committee had been about how many people ALI might have on the committee.

A vote on the amendment was taken:

Amendment failed.
Senator Fradella requested clarification on the charge as written regarding ex-officio voting rights.

IEC charge passed. 

8. NEW BUSINESS


8.1 Department of Educational Leadership Proposal (AS-869/11-EC)—FIRST READING (TIME CERTAIN: 2:20 p.m.)

The proposal was moved to the floor for consideration.

Dean Grenot-Scheyer explained the rationale for putting forward a departmentalization proposal at this time and thanked faculty who had been involved in writing the proposal. She explained the role she has as manager of the program and the extent to which that role creates extra work for faculty. She explained the rationale for the departmentalization as presented in the proposal that was posted to the Senate website. Streamlining of faculty work and administrative support and enhanced program identity were among the reasons stated, in addition to others outlined in the proposal. She outlined the fiscal impact as per the proposal; she also indicated as per the proposal what the votes at the program, department, and faculty council levels had been. Senator Soni asked what the net financial impact is; Dean Grenot-Scheyer indicated that there will be a $16,538 additional cost covered by EDD program and the college. 

8.2 Faculty Awards Policy PS11-04 (AS-845-10/FPPC)—FIRST READING


The policy was moved to the floor for consideration.
Senator Fisher, Chair of FPPC, introduced the policy to the Senate and outlined the small changes suggested for the policy before the Senate. Further amendments are likely to come as FPPC has discussed University Awards Committee recommendations to streamline some other areas of the proposal. These will be brought forward for the next meeting.
Senator Soni asked about how many faculty are selected for awards in different years. That information is posted and available. Discussion ensued about criteria for evaluation.
