8.1 School of Art Proposal (AS875/CEPC)—FIRST READING 
Senator Miles explained that this proposal is a change in name rather than a change in structure. There are about 2,000 majors in the Department of Art. The change of name will acknowledge the size and scope of the School of Art. No extra money tied to this; there is no change in structure, curriculum, or funding. Dean Torres-Santos expressed support and announced that COTA is happy with this name change proposal.  Provost Para and Chair Vollendorf noted that though under the proposal, the chair of the department would now be called the director of the school, the director remains a chair in function, and the selection and role of the chair remain subject to the AS policy on department chairs.  President Alexander noted that the change from department to school presents an improved naming opportunity.
