4.3.1 Status of Policies before the Senate: Consent Calendar: None
5. REPORT OF SPECIAL COMMITTEES: None
6. SPECIAL ORDERS
6.1 Report: President Alexander (TIME CERTAIN: 2:10-2:20 p.m.)
· Proposition 30 is currently at 49.5% as a yes and 42.5% as a no, and some undecided. If the proposition does not pass, $250 million of funds will be cut from the CSU. CSULB will have a reduction of $21 million. If Proposition 30 passes, $130 million will be reimbursed to students who paid the 9% tuition increase. There are considering reimbursement through possible credits or checks for the students who are not returning to campus.  

· According to College Access and Success, California shows as the third lowest in student debt in the nation.  

· CSULB has a predicted graduation rate (based on student enrollment) of 44%. Our actual graduation rate is 54%. 

· The Sixth Annual Distinguished Speaker Series is taking place tonight, Oct. 18 at 7:30pm in the Carpenter Center. Admiral Olson, Former Commander of the U.S. Special Operations Command is a guest and will be answering questions during a panel discussion.
President Alexander answered questions regarding Proposition 30 and what may possibly happen if the Proposition passes. Chair O’Connor clarified that Propositions 30 and 38 cannot both be simultaneously implemented; only the one with the most votes. President Alexander urges the Senators to study all propositions before voting. 

6.2 Report: CFA, Teri Yamada (TIME CERTAIN: 2:20-2:25 p.m.)
· A rally took place today and about 7,000 flyers were handed out. Many students were not aware of Proposition 30. About 2,000 students on this campus have registered to vote. 

· Senators are invited to attend the phone banking event going on currently at FO4, 180. 
· It is critical that Proposition 30 passes with the majority vote over Proposition 38. The numbers are dropping for Proposition 30 due to misguiding advertisement. 
· Proposition 32 received another donation for $12 million from a right wing group. 

· The Howard Jarvis Taxpayers Association is suing the CSU and the Monterey Bay for sending out an email (with a campus email) indicating support for Proposition 30. President Alexander clarified that students and faculty have freedom of speech to support or propositions as long as it is outside of the classroom or is not associated with University expenditures. 
· ASI invite faculty that have class the day before the election between the hours of 11am-1 p.m. to bring their students to an educational forum at the beach auditorium. This forum is designed to educate students on the facts of each proposition. 
7. OLD BUSINESS: 
7.1 Policy: Graduation Writing Assessment Requirement (GWAR) (AS-883-11/CEPC) – SECOND READING (TIME CERTAIN: 2:55 p.m.)
An amendment on 3.2.1 was discussed. The amendment “unless a graduate student self-places or is exempt…” was made to clarify this line. 
This amendment was approved by unanimous consent. 

Senator Schürer suggested amendment in section 5.2, bullet point 5: “Approve and continue to monitor GWAR portfolio courses, for instance by collecting syllabi and assignments for visiting class”. GWAR Coordinator Sarbo disagreed with this amendment because she feels this oversteps bounds of the committee. After further discussion, the amendment was edited to: “Approve and continue to monitor GWAR portfolio courses by reviewing portfolios”. 

This amendment was approved unanimously. 

Section 5.2, bullet point7, the amendment was submitted by Senator Schürer: “Coordinate implementation of writing-intensive capstone courses with the GEGC for instance by collecting syllabi and assignments or visiting class.” A discussion ensued regarding this amendment. 
A vote ensued:

Approve: 4
Oppose: 35

This amendment did not pass. 

All other sections were reviewed and no further amendments were made. A discussion ensued to assure all the senators understood the entire document. 

A vote to pass the GWAR policy took place:

Approve: 41

Oppose: 2

The GWAR policy passed. 

7.2 Policy: Rights and Privileges of Emeritus Faculty (AS-879-11/FPPC) – SECOND READING 
A new format for the Emeritus policy was suggested. The format was approved. 
Senator Crowther made an amendment to the content of the first paragraph to allow further clarification. Senator Fischer suggested small modifications to the language in this amendment. Senator Crowther approved the small adjustments. Further discussion ensued regarding the changes.  
The paragraph with the edits is as follows:

“In recognition of their contributions to the University, all faculty, including lecturers, who have retired from California state University, Long Beach after 10 years or more of full-time equivalent service are designated “Emeritus” in their highest academic rank at retirement. Breaks in service do not disqualify a lecturer from attaining Emeritus status. The President, acting upon the recommendation of the appropriate department, college, or equivalent unit, may also grant Emeritus status to retired faculty, including lecturers.”
There was unanimous approval of the edits. 

8. NEW BUSINESS
8.1 Resolution: In Support of Proposition 30 (TIME CERTAIN: 2:25 p.m.)
Chair O’Connor introduced the resolution and recommended waiving the first reading to the Senate. The first reading was waived and there was unanimous consent for this Resolution.
This Resolution passed with unanimous approval. 

8.2 Report: Provost Para, Response to Resolution Regarding New Curriculum Guidelines (TIME CERTAIN: 2:30 p.m.)
Provost Para indicated this is a follow-up on the discussion that took place in past Academic Senate meetings regarding the curriculum guidelines and graduation rates. It is to provide further explanation in the plans for the future regarding this matter. He discussed the following:
· He indicated that faculty controls curriculum however, this campus has an obligation to improve graduation rates. The rates have shown improvement.  

· In the section that discussed the 1 for 1 trade on new courses, Provost Para indicated that a second more informative email was sent out indicating the guidelines will be revisited. 
· Provost Para suggested two solutions: 1. Creating a task force on Curricular Policy. It will be co-chaired by AVP Lindsay and AVP Mahoney. 2. Once the Chancellor’s office directives settle, they will then revisit the CSULB curricular guidelines and alter the language for bullet number three to indicate that “new course to new course” substitution will not be required.  
Provost  Para answered questions and added that there will be student representation on this task force. In addition, several senators spoke in support for these guidelines. 
8.3 Proposal: Graduate Certificate In Latino Health and Nutrition Studies – FIRST READING (TIME CERTAIN 2:45 p.m.)
Director Rios-Ellis spoke on behalf of this proposal. The certificate addresses obesity in the Latino Population and teaches ways to help prevent the disease in the long run. It consists of a series of six approved courses. According to statistics, of all Latinos born in the year 2000, about 50% will develop type 2 diabetes during their lifetime. Long Beach has a current Latino population of 41%. The certificate is funded by the USDA Farm Bill. This certificate will receive $3.75 million in grant funds from this bill. In addition, a grant for 4.2 billion is currently under review. 
Senator Fradella suggested waiving the first reading. This suggestion was further supported by Senator Stanley and Provost Para. 
Vote to waive first reading: 

Approved: 38

Denied: 9

The first reading was waived. 

A vote for the proposal ensued:

Approved: 42

Denied: 5
The proposal passed.
