6. SPECIAL ORDERS
6.1 Report: CSULB President Conoley (TIME CERTAIN: 2:15 pm)
· CFA President, Dr. Domingo-Forasté thanked the President for addressing and sponsoring the Lecturer’s Luncheon.

· Event took place to celebrate the success of the Long Beach College Promise. Several dignitaries attended. 
· Meeting with Senate leadership to address concerns they have heard with regards to using the Senate to help populate faculty positions on boards. 
· Chair Soni and Vice Chair, Schurer cannot attend the CIO search meeting tomorrow, September 25. The Academic Senate was invited to attend the meeting. 
· The White House has a new interactive Score Card. CSULB has great statistics indicating high graduation and college-going rates. 
· Thanked the Ethnic Studies chairs for their input regarding the name of a satire comedy taking place tonight named “N*gger Wetb*ck Ch*nk”. 

· Hearing from Student Services staff about increase levels of anxiety due to overcrowding. They will be at the Master Plan for FTES (over 31,000). 

· Re-envisioning President’s Scholars Program – the President is meeting with previous recipients and stakeholders to garner input. Investing in honors program so thousands of highly talented students have access to more available programs. She invites faculty input. 

· The Ukleja Center for Ethical Leadership celebrated its 10th anniversary. 

· Recognized Dr. Hood for 50 years of teaching at CSULB. 

· Campus security: Cameras were strategically placed throughout campus for police surveillance.

· Discussed a report on sexual assault in a dorm last weekend. VP C Taylor addressed a question and stated that we are considering consent training for students. 

6.2 Report: CFA President Douglas Domingo-Forasté
· Informational meeting on Bargaining on September 30th, including lunch will take place from 12:00-2:00 pm and another meeting from 4:00-6:00 pm in The Chartroom’s Pacific Room.
· Oct 19th opening day on the provisional strike vote if negotiations do not go through the process of mediations. The next mediation meeting will be on October 8th. A rally will be held on Nov. 17th in the Chancellor’s Office. 

· The Chancellor’s Office held a telephone press conference with representatives from newspapers from all campuses including the Daily 49er. One representative asked about administrative salaries versus faculty salaries. Many major city mayors make less than CSU university presidents.

Senator Pickett quoted Section 4.5, which states that all committees must keep minutes.  Chair Soni clarified that this applies to other committees and councils, not the Executive Committee which is why we added this motion for consideration.

7.2 Policy on Avoidance of Conflict of Interest in the Assignment of Course Materials 
(AS-968-15/FPPC) – SECOND READING

Senator Toossi addressed his amendments. A discussion followed.  
A vote ensued regarding the amendments in Section 1:

Approve: 11

Oppose: 43

The amendments in Section 1 will not be included.  

Senator Hamano added the amendment to the last sentence: “…Without financial profit to the faculty member”. 

A vote for the amendment ensued:

Approve: 22
Oppose: 32

This amendment was not approved.
Further discussion was halted in order to allow the First Reading on agenda item 8.1. 

7.3 Proposal: Policy on Intellectual Property (AS-944-14/FPPC) – SECOND READING

8. NEW BUSINESS

8.1 Temporary change in Policy on Class Scheduling (99-24) for Fall 2016 and Spring 2017 – FIRST READING
Assoc. Vice President, Sathianathan addressed the request for a temporary change in policy to not allow 8-9:30 and 9:30 -11:00 lecture/seminar scheduling on MW, but rather use MWF 8-9, 9-10, 10-11 scheduling. The PowerPoint Presentation may be found next to the minutes on the following link:

Senator questions, concerns and ideas include:

· Data indicating the actual implementation process so The Academic Senate has a better idea of what they are voting for. 
· How this will affect hybrid courses? Suggested that we develop courses that are on campus Monday, Wednesday, Hybrid Friday.
· Request for: breakdown of 289 sections by type of instructor, what college, effect on parking, assessment plan

· How will this affect parking, etc.? 
· Suggested CEPC evaluate this temporary change. There is a sense of urgency to begin planning in October. 

· The current Monday, Wednesday scheduling was a response to the previous demand to fill classes. 

· Asked what consultation has taken place and what kind of support will be provided. 

· Suggested building more classrooms and hiring more faculty. 
· Suggested other two-day combinations (M,W) rather than going to a three day combination (M,W,F). 
ASI President/Senator Salazar stated that the ASI Senate will be discussing this matter during their next meeting. 

8.2 Discussion of lecturer representation in administrator search committees. (TIME CERTAIN: 2:30-2:40 pm)

Senator Picket suggested a straw-poll to see the amount of support for adding a lecturer to the Provost Search Committee. This straw-poll is non-binding. 
Senator Hamm spoke on behalf of lecturers regarding the importance for having lecturer representatives since they consist of a large percentage of the faculty. 

The straw-poll vote ensued: 

Yes: 43

No: 14

The Senate supports having a lecturer representative in the committee.  The Chair of FPPC is aware of this result. 
Senator Pickett moved to suspend the rules for the purpose of debating and amending Policy 02-04. 
A vote ensued to approve the motion:

Yes: 25

No:  28
The motion is defeated. 

Chair Soni clarified that the Executive Committee referred Policy 02-04 to FPPC for updates.
