1. CALL TO ORDER

2. APPROVAL OF AGENDA

The Agenda for the May 6, 2004 Academic Senate meeting was approved with the addition of Item 8.4, Implementation of the B.A. in Modern Jewish Studies.

Senator Olson announced that the final Faculty Supper Club of this academic year was being held on May 6th at 
President Maxson's home. The speaker will be Judy Hails, Criminal Justice, and the menu is a "For the Health of 
It" buffet.

5. REPORT OF THE PRESIDENT

President Maxson deferred his report until the May 13th Academic Senate meeting.

6. REPORT OF THE CFA

President of the CSULB CFA, Mike Hassul, also deferred his report until the May 13th Academic Senate meeting.

7. POLICY ON GRADUATION WRITING ASSESSMENT REQUIREMENT

Item 7.1, Policy on Graduation Writing Assessment Requirement (AS-921-04/EPC/GRAD/EC), came before the Senate for a second reading.

It was M/S (Merryfield/Olson) to reconsider Sections II and III for the purpose of proposing amendments to those Sections. The motion to reconsider passed.

It was M/S (Torabzadeh/Merryfield) to add a new paragraph under III as follows: III.D. Continuing students must first attempt to satisfy the GWAR by taking the WPE. After taking the WPE one time, continuing students who did not receive a "Pass" may attempt to satisfy the GWAR by using any of the assessments provided for in II.B.

Senator Polakoff accepted this as a friendly amendment.

It was M/S (Caron/Blankley) to amend the amendment to read, "After taking the WPE one two times,..."

After discussion, the question was called. The body came to a vote on the amendment to the amendment. The motion failed. YES - 12, NO - 34.

Senator Dinielli asked if adding "and upper-division transfer students" after "continuing students" would be accepted as friendly. Senator Polakoff accepted this as a friendly amendment.

It was M/S (W. Johnson/Olson) to amend Section II.C.2.d. as follows: d. At least two qualified readers, approved for that purpose by the GWAR Coordinator, agree that the writing meets the GWAR standards.

Senator Polakoff accepted as a friendly amendment.

It was M/S (Decyk/Olson) to add the following to Section VII.B.1.: At least three members shall have experience or expertise in teaching and/or assessing University writing.

Senator Polakoff accepted this as a friendly amendment.

Senator Caron suggested adding the words "In addition" to the beginning of the sentence. The suggestion was accepted as friendly.

It was M/S (Wiley/Caron) to add the following to Section VII.B.1.: One member representing the composition program coordinator or the Writers Resource Lab Coordinator, or designee.

Senator Polakoff accepted as a friendly amendment.

Senator Piotti brought to the Senate's attention that VII.B.C. states that "Members shall serve staggered three year terms

..." Students normally serve one-year terms on Committees. He suggested that the word "Faculty" be inserted before "Members." Senator Polakoff accepted this as a friendly amendment.

It was discussed whether VII.B.8. should read "At least one representative from a University-level Council.

It was moved by Senator W. Johnson and seconded to strike VII.B.8. The motion passed.

It was M/S (Dinielli/Olson) to add "non-voting" to VII.B. 3, 4, 5, and 6. The body did not come to a vote on this motion.

This item will come before the Senate for a continuation of the second reading on May 13, 2004.

8. REPORT OF THE AD HOC COMMITTEE ON THE ALLOCATION OF SUPPORT FOR

SCHOLARLY AND CREATIVE ACTIVITY

Item 5.1, Report of the Ad Hoc Committee on the Allocation of Support for Scholarly and Creative Activity (AS-929-04/ADHOC), came before the Senate.

Charles Noble, Political Science, and Chair of the Ad Hoc Committee on the Allocation of Support for Scholarly and Creative Activity, presented the report of the Committee. Dr. Noble thanked the Senate and the members of the Committee -- Elizabeth Ambos, Associate Vice President for Academic Affairs, Research and External Support; Jeff Cohlberg, Chemistry and Biochemistry; Kathleen Cohn, Associate Vice President for Academic Affairs, Academic Personnel and Assessment; Domenic Cretara, Art; Kelly Janousek, University Library; Marilyn Potts, Social Work; and Jalal Torabzadeh, Mechanical and Aerospace Engineering. The Committee met with deans, associate deans, college SCAC committee chairs, the current Scholarly and Creative Activities Committee, and department chairs. Open forums were also held. Dr. Noble reviewed the basic conclusions of the Committee: that the underlying issue is the availability of resources, that the process should be more transparent to faculty and to educate faculty about the process, that the awards should be based on merit rather than on need, that faculty should only receive one award per year, that college SCAC committee members should not be eligible for awards, that the timing of the SCAC competitions should be changed, that faculty serving on SCAC and college SCAC committees should be trained to rank applications, that the department chairs be taken out of the process and should mentor applicants, that the application form should be revised, and that the work of faculty supported by SCAC awards should be showcased. The Chair thanked the Committee for its work.

It was M/S/P that the Academic Senate accept the Report of the Ad Hoc Committee on the Allocation of Support for Scholarly and Creative Activity. This item will come before the Senate in the fall for further discussion.

9. CHANGE OF DEGREE NAME: B.A. AND M.A. IN SPEECH COMMUNICATION TO

B.A. AND M.A. IN COMMUNICATION STUDIES

Item 8.1, Change of Degree Name: B.A. and M.A. in Speech Communication to B.A. and M.A. in Communication Studies (AS-927-04/EPC), came before the Senate for a first reading.

It was moved and seconded to approve the proposal to change the name of the B.A. and M.A. in Speech Communication to the B.A. and M.A. in Communication Studies.

This item will come before the Senate for a second reading at the May 13, 2004 Academic Senate meeting.

10. NAME CHANGE: DEPARTMENT OF CIVIL ENGINEERING TO 

DEPARTMENT OF CIVIL ENGINEERING AND CONSTRUCTION ENGINEERING MANAGEMENT

Item 8.2, Name Change: Department of Civil Engineering to Department of Civil Engineering and Construction Engineering Management (AS-928-04/EPC), came before the Senate for a first reading.

It was M/S (Hassul/Hamano) to approve the proposal to change the name of the Department of Civil  Engineering to the Department of Civil Engineering and Construction Engineering Management.

This item will come before the Senate for a second reading at the May 13, 2004 Academic Senate meeting.

11. M.S. IN PSYCHOLOGY, OPTION IN HUMAN FACTORS
