Approved Minutes from May 11, 2007

Library Renovation:

1. Phase Three, which encompasses floors four and five, should be finished late December of January, 2008.
2. Specialist librarians are located on the third floor. 

3. Classroom space in the library is limited; specialist librarians can instruct in classrooms located in the other colleges.

4. The library is already very busy. All Univ 100 courses created annotated bibliographies, and visited the library. International students had a special orientation. All the computers on the first floor have been in used at peak hours. 
Follow Up on Information Literacy:

1. Tiffini Travis and Lesley administer a CSU information literacy grant, which focuses on incorporating information literacy into GE and capstone courses.  They want to present to HHS, Arts, and Liberal Arts this semester.
2. Lesley has a SCAC award to identify CSULB courses that include effective learning activities and assessment instruments that address information and technology literacy. Lesley wants to create a repository of these good practices for faculty to use and adapt, and provide workshops on these learning objects. She wants to start a committee to “vet” these learning objects.
3. Lesley is an elearning consult, and is willing to work with faculty at the individual, program, department, and college levels.

Elections:

1. By acclimation, Lesley Farmer was elected Chair, and Lee Blecher was elected Secretary.

2. Lesley will write this meeting’s minutes.
