UNFINISHED BUSINESS
The council did not finish four items during 2007-8.  It finished three of those during 2008-9 (items 1, 2, and 7 under policy statements above).  The fourth, revision of both the undergraduate and graduate portions of the catalog, was continually delayed during 2008-9, primarily because of the urgency of the revisions to policy statements prompted by EO 1037 and 1038.  Late in the year, the council started working on a revision of the graduate portion of the catalog, which it is writing as a, somewhat new, policy statement.  Although between 10 and 15 current policy statements govern various aspects of the graduate program, none covers more than a small portion of it and much of what is in the catalog is not in any policy statement.  The council intends to rectify that with a comprehensive policy that will encompass most or all of the general requirements for master’s degrees.  The council also decided to recommend revisions to the policy governing additional baccalaureate degrees.  These changes may come to the senate during fall.
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
