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Here is the annual report of the Academic Appeals Committee for the 2014/15 academic year. We would, especially like to thank Nancy Cohn, Assistant Director of Records, for her valuable service over the years to the committee and the students it serves. We wish her well in her retirement and we welcome Kimberly Scarborough to the committee as the new Assistant Director of Records.
The committee reviewed 565 appeals this year, which was a slight decrease compared to the previous year, 602. Figure 1 shows the relative proportion of each type of appeal. As in previous years, the largest categories are requests related to Disqualification (36%) and requests related to GE course substitutions (33% of total appeals).
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Figure 1: Breakdown of Appeals by Category

Overall, 376 out of these 565 appeals were approved. This percentage of approved appeals, 67%, is exactly as the previous academic year (2013-14), 67%, and higher than the year before that, 61%. Table 1 below summarizes overall appeals granted and denied by category.

Disqualification Appeals
The largest number of appeals concern Disqualification. Every semester there is a large number of appeals from students who have just been Disqualified. In order to handle the volume of these appeals in a timely manner, the Academic Appeals Committee designates a subcommittee to review these appeals in January and June or early July. A Disqualification appeal must be filed immediately after a student has been disqualified. If granted, students are allowed an additional semester on probation in order to improve their CSULB and/or cumulative GPAs to a 2.0. 

The number of appeals of an academic Disqualification was 203, which represented slightly under a 1% decrease compared to the number the prior academic year, which was 222.
