3.  Announcements:

1.  Alan Colburn, Science Education, joins the Council as the representative from Natural Science and Mathematics.  He will join the Teaching Evaluation Sub-group.

2.  Tim Plax, who was to be the second representative from CLA, is unable to serve because of time conflicts.  The Council will await the action of CLA in finding a replacement.

3.  Lesley Farmer announced publication of her most recent book (her 19th) Librarians, Literacy and the Promotion of Gender Equity.

4.  The latest draft of the Campus Civility and the Disruption of Learning document (from the Sub-group on Campus Civility) was reviewed by the Council.  A number of suggestions and amendments were made in the draft.  It was also the sense of the Council that thought should be given to a suitable covering Policy statement to be included in the Catalog.   Kellogg and Decyk will continue revisions, with a view to returning the document to the Council’s agenda November 4.

5.  The latest available draft of the developing Scholarly and Creative Activities Support  policy (as stitched together by Decyk) was reviewed by the Council.  A number of revisions and amendments to the draft were made by the Council – including the structural one of separating out material that properly belongs in procedural guidelines to be mandated by the University Scholarly and Creative Activities Committee.  Chair Janousek collected the amendments and revisions, and will prepare the next draft for review of the Council.
