Kelly Janousek, Chair, called the body to order at 1:12pm.

1.  The Agenda was approved as distributed.

2.  Minutes #1 approved (with correction of the typo in item 1 of the Announcements, and of the typo in the second bulleted paragraph under item 6).

3.  At the 1:15 time certain, the Council conversed with the new Director of the Faculty Center for Professional Development, Terre Allen, on matters of mutual interest between the Council and the Center. 

4.  There were no Announcements.

5.  The Council undertook a requested review of the Timelines specified in the Awards Policies document with an eye to moving the timelines for announcement of awards earlier in the year.  After extensive deliberation, it was MSP to change the “Nominations Due” date to the15th of November – but otherwise to leave the timelines as they are currently.

6.  The Council began a “final review” of its draft SCAC Policy document.  It was noted that the conditions for award of a Mini-grant allow a FERP faculty on duty in the Spring semester to apply for and conceivably receive an award, but do not provide similar allowance for those on duty only in the Fall.  There was no decision about what – if anything – to do about this anomaly.  It was noted that the draft document circulated is not in fact the last version worked up by the Council – this to be corrected for the next Council meeting.  The Council will review its draft one more time before moving it to the Senate, and will attempt to include both Beth Ambos and Jim Till in its discussion.

The Council adjourned at 2:50pm.
