6. SPECIAL ORDERS
6.1 Report: CSULB President Conoley (TIME CERTAIN: 2:15 pm)
· The President’s Scholar program is being changed for philosophical and financial reasons. It costs close to $1.5 million a year. These costs are covered by endowments and by the university.  We currently have over 600 honors students who are just as talented as the President’s Scholars who consist of about 25 students per year. The plan is to fold the President Scholar Program with the Honors Program. Student will be invited to apply. This will help honors students have more access to scholarships and be distinguished as well. Once the University’s commitment to the current President’s Scholars is over, those funds will be diverted to the Honors program to benefit more students.
· Students are currently gathering on campus as part of the “Million Student March” regarding fee increases. 

· The Student Affairs is arranging dialogues so that people can have discussions about situations that cause tension on campus such as race, social class, ethnicity, etc. 
· Resource Planning Process Proposal: Reviewed and adjusted to allow for increased staff hiring. The Provost will also be sharing plans to put over $1,000,000 of this new money into staff and faculty compensation.
· CSULB was visited by a State Senator and State Assemblyman. Provost Dowell presented our student success numbers and strategy. State Senator Lara asked for our next pitch for state funding. 
· CSU Trustees new support budget: Asking for another $110 million. The new speaker of the assembly Rendon, asked to speak to her to discuss this and CSULB’s success at the Board meeting. 
· December 1st President’s Cabinet meeting. Strategic planning with a focus on external forces impacting the University.  
6.2 Report: CFA President Douglas Domingo-Forasté
· Faculty membership of the union: 80% of faculty voted. 94.4 % voted to authorize the Board of Directors of the Union to call a strike if the 5% raise was not given to faculty. Waiting for Fact Finding report prior to determining next steps.
· CFA is encouraging faculty to attend the Board of Trustees meeting on Nov. 17th.  Three buses will be leaving campus at 9:30 am to downtown Long Beach. For those who decide to drive the address is 332 E. Broadway, Long Beach to the parking lot available on Elm & Broadway. You may also park in the Chancellor’s Office parking lot.  Buses will return by 4:00 pm.

8.1 Policy and Procedures for Responding to Allegations of Misconduct in Research, Scholarly, and Creative Activities (AS-974-15/FPPC) – FIRST READING
FPPC Chair, Torabzadeh spoke on behalf of the changes made to this policy and stated that it was updated so it meets Federal standards.

8.2 Open Discussion – Fall 2016 Scheduling
A discussion regarding class scheduling was prompted by the request of some faculty. Senator Frear expressed he has not seen support from faculty for the scheduling changes. He recommends we wait for CEPC to finish revising the policy before implementing the changes now (as per resolution for PS 99-24) and then having to make changes again based on the new policy.  Associate Dean, Sathianathan clarified that the goal is to increase Friday utilization from 30% to 50% or as best to 50% as possible. This change is necessary due to predicted enrollment increases and lack of space. Departments can run a CSLink report to view current room usage. Creative alternatives to the priorities discussed above are also welcomed. Incentives for Priority 1 stated in the resolution and the need for these changes were discussed.
