6. SPECIAL ORDERS
6.1 Report of the CSULB President: Time Certain 2:15 pm

· Senator Stewart expressed concern about elevator safety in the Macintosh Building. Had a difficult time finding out who to contact and how to fix the issue. Dean Wallace stated that repairs have recently moved up on the facilities agenda priority list and will ask for a status update. 
· Senator Schürer brought up the topic of release time for the chairs of university councils. They used to get 6 units of release time for the year. During the budget crisis it was brought down to 3 units a year. Requested reconsideration of 6 units now that the budget has improved. The offices of AVP Wiley and Provost Dowell take will be asked to follow up.
· Senator Domingo-Foraste suggested increased communication between DSS, CARES and any other resources on campus to report problems with students who are threatening. There is a need for additional staff to handle these types of situations.
· A recent report indicated the fourth successful student suicide this academic year. 

· The President is working on putting together a campus steering committee on diversity. It’s meant to be an open, university-wide dialogue. Will be offering training and other on-campus resources on this topic. 
6.2 Report:  CFA President Douglas Domingo-Forasté
· Fact finding continues: the fact finder will write a report that should be out by the end of February. CSU and CFA may respond until at least mid-March.
· This weekend the CFA will make final decisions on what strike actions we may take.

6.4 Report from Administration and Finance: VP Mary Stephens (TIME CERTAIN 3:30 pm)
· Parking Lot 7 will be closed during a project for expansion to add approximately 161 additional parking spaces. 
· The project will begin in April 1 to allow for a five-month renovation. 
· They will work to accommodate disabled and clinic parking that will be displaced. 
· This project is most cost effective if done all at once instead of in phases.  
· The small road will be rerouted. The sculpture will remain because it is too expensive to relocate. 

· Will schedule more shuttles and alternative parking.
· Solar panels will be added in this lot but will not be up by fall 2016.
· Charging stations for electronic cars will eventually be included.
· Parking fees may increase for staff and students. 

· Looking into a parking application to help people find available parking spaces ahead of time. 

· Notification to the campus will be sent out soon after the final details are established. 

7. UNFINISHED BUSINESS: 
7.1 Proposal: Policy on Intellectual Property (AS-944-14/FPPC) – SECOND READING
Section 3.1.1

There are three versions of amendments for this section. Senator Miles spoke to his amendment. Senator Hamano withdrew his amendment. The third and most recent amendment was brought forth by Senator Schürer who spoke on behalf of this amendment.  
After discussion, Senator Schürer’s version of the first sentence, “All intellectual property rights and usage rights in Traditional Academic Copyrightable Works…” was unanimously approved and will be used on this section.
Discussed if the course syllabus is a public document or a copyrightable document that is owned by faculty. A vote followed to include “Course syllabi” on the second paragraph in 3.1.1. 

To include: 41%

Not to include: 59%

It will not be included in this section.  

A vote ensued to approve Senator Mile’s amendment to the second paragraph in 3.1.1: “…limited only to course catalog descriptions and standard course outlines submitted and approved via the university curriculum process…”. 

Accept: 79%
Decline: 21%

This amendment was approved. 

Further editing to this policy will continue at the next Academic Senate meeting. 

8. NEW BUSINESS:
8.1 Open Discussion – After item 6.4
· Elevator safety: Senator Stewart stated there have been three incidents of elevator malfunctions in the Macintosh building. VP Stephens stated they surveyed all the elevators and established which need urgent replacement, made sure a person dedicated to elevators is always present and will look into the status of the Macintosh building elevators. 
· Senate rules for attendance in the Senate: Senator Stewart suggested we make our attendance rules stricter. VP Lindsay stated there is a similar problem on the Senate Councils. 
· CLA now has two programs associated with the Long Beach College Promise in the Long Beach School District. Senator Yamada asked for a report.
