ACIDS AND BASES

Acids are sour and can sting the skin. Acids turn cabbage juice red, pink and orange colors. Bases taste bitter and can burn the skin. Bases turn cabbage juice blue and green colors.

Materials  small plastic glasses,  stirring sticks, cabbage juice indicator (place cabbage leaves in water and heat 10 minutes to give purple solution), place cabbage juice solution into plastic bottles, assortment of kitchen liquids, or solids that dissolve (lemon juice, Windex or other window cleaner, detergent, baking soda/water, orange juice,  clear soda (7-up), apple juice.  Try milk too. 

Directions

1. Pour a small amount of the substance to test into a plastic glass.

2. Add a small amount of the purple cabbage juice solution. Stir.

3. Record the color. Color the glass to match the color of the solution.

4. On the report sheet circle A if you think that substance is an acid. Circle B if you think it is a base.
