EXPERIMENTS WITH LEMON JUICE
Experiment 1. Lemon juice cleans pennies. Take a paper cup, put a dirty penny in it, and squeeze some lemon juice just enough to cover the penny. Let it seat for a few minutes, and … voila! The coin is back to shinnying condition.

Experiment 2. Lemon juice makes a good invisible ink. Took a standard sheet of paper and write a secret message with a Q-tip dipped in lemon juice. Let the message dry. It disappears completely. To see the message, hold the paper against a hot lamp. The juice will turn brown showing the message. 
Experiment 3. Lemon juice aids in creating a little volcano. In a paper cup put a teaspoon of baking soda, a bit of bubble solution, and squeeze some lemon juice. The soda (base) reacts with lemon juice (acid) to produce carbon dioxide. The bubble solution adds foaming effect.
