Compass-and-Straightedge Construction. Part I.
  Ancient Greek mathematicians were pioneers in solving certain construction problems using only compass and straightedge. 
Exercise 1. Using the compass, draw the circles as in the picture in the box provided.



Exercise 2. Using the straightedge, draw a straight-line passing through the points A and B.
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Exercise 3. Using the compass, measure the length of the interval AB and draw an interval CD of the same length located on the given line.
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Exercise 4. Using the compass and straightedge, divide the interval AB in half.
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Exercise 5.  Using the compass and straightedge, draw a line that is perpendicular to the given line and passes through the point A located on that line.
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Exercise 6. Using the compass and straightedge, draw a line that is perpendicular to the given line and passes through the point A not located on that line.
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Exercise 7. Using the compass and straightedge, draw a line that is parallel to the given line and passes through the point A.
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Exercise 8. Using the compass and straightedge, divide the interval AB into 5 equal parts.
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
