

Kaleidoscope
A kaleidoscope is a tube containing loose pieces of colored glass and other pretty objects, reflected by mirrors that create patterns when viewed through the end of the tube.
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The kaleidoscope was invented by Scottish scientist, Sir David Brewster (1781 –1868), in 1816. He named his invention using the Greek words 

kalos meaning “ beautiful,” eidos meaning “shape,”  and 

scopium meaning “to look at”.

How to make a kaleidoscope?
1. Make a tube from a cardboard.
2. Put colorful beads into the plastic cap, cover

them with a clear disk, and glue the cap to one end of the 

tube.

3. Use adhesive strips to assemble mirror paper into a triangular prism.

4. Insert the mirror paper into the tube, and glue the plastic cap with a hole onto the other side of the tube.
5. Decorate the tube however you like.
