We studied the magic of static electricity. Each student took a square of waxed paper and cut out a shape of a ghost (the lesson was on Halloween, see?). Then taped the pointy bottom to the table, took a balloon, rubbed it through the hair for 10 seconds and then brought it near the ghost. Because of static electricity, the ghost stood up in the presence of the balloon and even danced.
We then tried the same trick with empty soda can. In the presence of a balloon (rubbed through hair), the cans starts rolling in the direction of the balloon (and then supposedly pushes away, but we didn’t observe that).
