6. SPECIAL ORDERS
6.1 Report: President Conoley (TIME CERTAIN: 2:15)
· Student Excellence Fee: Working with ASI to make sure students are more involved in the process. Changes are expected to occur slowly over time. 

· CSU Presidents met in the Chancellor’s Office. A top priority is discussing issues of tenure density. We currently have 53.9 tenure density in our University. Further information is available upon request. Evaluation of CSU Presidents will be in part based on their success in tenure density.
· Visited the Hall of Science and was amazed with the things she was shown such as sharks, greenhouses on the roofs, boats, etc. 

· Invited to come to the President’s Cabinet Meeting: Kati Haycock will be presenting next Tuesday, 9:00 a.m. on the high impact educational experiences that led to student success. 
· Would like to work with our Governor to discuss the concerns with the language that is used to judge quality in education such as “bigger, faster”. 

6.2 Report: CFA, Douglas Domingo-Forasté 
· The faculty 1.6% general salary increase, retroactive to July 1, should be reflected in the March 1st. 
· They are working on adjustments with issues that have arisen with individuals who were promoted in the fall semester.
· A proposal was submitted to the President in regards to equity raises that are allowed under the new contract. This is going to be important for the next round of negotiations beginning in May for the 2nd and 3rd year of faculty salaries. 

· Salary survey that was sent out by CSU CFA Union. It is highly recommended that everyone completes the survey. A reminder will go out on Monday. 

· Kelly Janousek has scheduled RTP workshops for April 7th and 9th. 

· Leah Hollis will be presenting on Bullying in the workplace on April 29 at 12:00 pm. The location is to be determined. 

· Tenure density: CSU CFA President, Lil Taiz gave an editorial on how low tenure density hurts student education. Tenure density in the CSU system is 56.3. Tenure density for CSULB is 53.9.
7. UNFINISHED BUSINESS:
7.1 Proposal: Policy Revision, Faculty Contact Hours
(AS-937-14/FPPC) SECOND READING

Section 3.2.5 (e):

Senator Sinay made the amendment, “Office hours by phone calls outside of regularly scheduled times”. The controversy with adding this amendment is that making phone calls are not considered regularly scheduled office hours, making this not germane to the policy. In addition, this may become difficult to enforce. Others felt it is a way to adapt to the ever-changing needs of students and it is not limiting in utilizing non-conventional ways to be available for students. 
After discussing these issues, a vote ensued to keep the statement: 

Approve: 5

Oppose: 40

The amendment was not approved. 

Senator Stewart made the amendment to add Section 3.3: “Teaching field and clinical courses. The mode of the office hours is to be arranged between the faculty member and the Department Chair.” After discussion and identifying how this statement will affect the policy and its implementation, a vote ensued:
Approve: 14

Oppose: 30

This amendment will not be included in the policy. An earlier section will be modified to address the purpose of this amendment.  

A motion to suspend the ad seriatim rules and return to an earlier section in the policy. A vote ensued: 
Approve: 30

Oppose: 13

The ad seriatim rules were suspended. 

Section 3.1 was modified by Dean Grenot-Scheyer to state: “Faculty Teaching Online, Hybrid or Field Courses” in the title and in the section. In addition, “online” was deleted so that it states: “… as determined in consultation with the Department Chair…”
Section 4.2: Prior Senate Chair O’Connor had previously requested to strike, “on the department webpage” to avoid future conflicts due to staff limitations to continually update their website. This amendment was addressed and a vote ensued:
Approve: 39

Oppose: 2

The Academic Senate approved.

A motion to approve the Office Hours Policy

Approve: 42

Oppose: 2

The policy passed.
