5. REPORTS OF SPECIAL COMMITTEES: None
6. SPECIAL ORDERS
6.1 Report of the CSULB President: Time Certain 2:15 pm
· To answer Senator Colburn’s question, she has considered changing the tuition policy to be unit based and was interested in pursuing the possibility of instituting a per unit tuition structure. VP Stephens clarified that this must go to the trustees.

· Senator Moreno thanked the Pres for sending an email to reiterate that we are a safe space for undocumented students. He asked how we could urge our trustees to formally make CSU a sanctuary for undocumented students. President Conoley said she is planning on adding this on a President’s retreat this summer. She encouraged a statement by CFA, and resolutions by ASI and the AS. She said this could be a 1-2 year process

· She has not had a change to look at the CSULB Intellectual Property Policy however, she has received a draft Intellectual Property Policy from the Chancellor’s Office. 

6.2 Report from the CFA:  President Douglas Domingo-Forasté
· Voting starts tomorrow at 6:00 am to determine the ratification of the tentative agreement. Voting ends 12:00 pm next Friday. 
· It has not been fully decided how to pay for the 5% raise, the 1% charge back to the University has not yet been finalized.
· President was quoted in the Runyon Gazette on how this might hurt faculty. Nothing has been decided on where the money would come from. 
· Raising the minimum from faculty being promoted – from 7.5% to 9%. The whole SSI scale moves up. 
· May 4th from 11:00 am -2:00 pm the CFA is planning a celebration for everyone’s hard work during this difficult year. It will be right outside at the speaker’s area. 
· Proposition 30 petition: It raising sales tax by .25% and additional income taxes. It is sun-setting next year. The CFA recommends signing petition to get on the ballot to continue this tax. It gives money to K-14, which frees up money for colleges. 
· Faculty are encouraged to join the CFA in order to be able to vote on the ratification. 
7. UNFINISHED BUSINESS: 
7.1 Recommendation from the Campus Climate Committee (AS-999-16/EC) – SECOND READING
This recommendation was unanimously approved. 

7.2 Task Force on Internships (AS-996-16/EC) - Time Certain: 3:00 pm – SECOND READING
Secretary Cormack spoke to her amendments:

· Some grammatical amendments, including the removal of a redundant sentence.
· In Section 1: “Differentiates internships from clinical internships and teacher preparation”.
The amendments were approved. 

Senator Moore made an amendment: “At least one faculty member from a department that has graduate programs and offers graduate internships”. After discussion, he withdrew his amendment. 

Under section, “The Academic Senate Internship Task Force shall be comprised of:” Senator Stewart added “graduate and/or undergraduate”. This edit was approved. 
To answer Senator Hamm’s question, Chair Soni clarified that “faculty” is defined as “all faculty, including lecturers”. 

Vice President Lindsay: It is not practice to make formal changes to Charges on the floor of the senate and should not be considered formal practice. Chair Soni reminded the Senate that this is an Academic Senate Task Force thus, we are able to make changes. 
8. NEW BUSINESS:
8.1 Resolution on Textbook Affordability – AB 798 (AS-1003-16/EC) – FIRST READING 

Associate Dean, Mayfield indicated that to compete for grant funding allocated to the CSU by the bill, we must pass an Academic Senate resolution stating we support open access and open educational resources (OER) for students. This is a first step to having low-cost, quality, and legal (with appropriate permissions) materials available online for students. Senator Colburn moved to waive the first reading. The first reading was approved based on agreement of over 2/3 vote. During the second reading, the Academic Senate unanimously approved this resolution. 
8.2 Proposal: BS in Chemistry, Option in Materials Science (AS-994-16/CEPC/URC) – FIRST READING:
Senator Brazier introduced proposals 8.2 and 8.3. Professor Shon spoke in more detail on these items: Joint programs between Chemistry & Physics BS majors. Interdisciplinary courses taught by Chemistry and Physics faculty. The Option in Materials Science will be given to Chemistry and Physics BS majors who complete a minimum of 18 units. Both of these majors may be accomplished while maintaining the 120 unit limit. Creates research opportunities for students. 
Senator Brazier requested to waive the first reading. 

A vote ensued to waive the first reading:

Approve: 41

Oppose: 10

The first reading will be waived. 

There were no questions for the second reading. 

This proposal passed. 

8.3 Proposal: BS in Physics & Astronomy, Option in Materials Science (AS-995-16/CEPC/URC) – FIRST READING
See 8.2 introduction by Senator Brazier and Professor Shon. 
8.4 Proposal: BA in American Sign Language (AS-987-15/CEPC/URC) – FIRST READING

Professor Lemaster spoke to this proposal: The BA is also tied to the minor in American Sign Language (8.4). In addition to language the BA will look at local and global deaf cultures. The Option will focus on ASL interpreting. The minor will look at language and culture but will also have the option to do linguistic work at the upper division work or focus on language. Road maps for other areas such as math, anthropology and sociology.  

Senator Griswold proposed to waiving the first reading for 8.4 and 8.5 and vote for it in a block. 

A vote ensued to waive the first reading for 8.4 and 8.5:

Approve: 45

Oppose: 2

The first reading was waived.  

A vote ensued to approve both, 8.4 and 8.5: 

Approve: 50

Oppose: 0

Both proposals were approved by the Academic Senate. 

8.5 Proposal: Minor in American Sign Language and Deaf Cultures (AS-991-16/CEPC/URC) – FIRST READING

First reading was waived. 

This minor was approved (see 8.4). 

8.6 Proposal: Minor in Gerontology (AS-986-15/CEPC/URC) – FIRST READING

Associate Professor Claver spoke to this proposal: This is a 15 unit minor and it joins a certificate both, undergraduate and post baccalaureate, as well as masters in the program. Only one new class is being developed.  

Dean Solt moved to waive the first reading. A vote ensued to waive the first reading:

Approve: 37

Oppose: 7

The first reading was waived. 

There were no questions during the second reading. 

The proposal passed.
8.7 Proposal: Minor in Fashion Design (AS-988-16/CEPC/URC) – FIRST READING 

This goes along with the currently existing major in Fashion Design. Great for fashion merchandising students interested in fashion design. 
8.8 Proposal: New Department of Biomedical Engineering (AS-998-16/CEPC/URC) – FIRST READING

This item has been approved by CEPC but it is still pending URC approval due to a meeting cancellation. URC should review this before the second reading. 
Dean Golshani and Professor Englert spoke to this. Southern California is rich in the biomedical engineering industry. Students will be admitted this coming fall semester. This program brings together many other disciplines. Eight faculty have been identified to have a .5 assignment in the new department. One more full-time faculty member was hired to start in fall. All affected departments approved the proposal. It is a priority to recruit more women into this area. 

8.9 Revision: University Honors Policy (AS-1001-16/CEPC) – FIRST READING
Interim Director, Thien of the University Honors Program spoke to this: Made changes to bring the policy up to date. They streamlining of the curriculum from 24 units to 21 units. Changed composition to double the representatives from all colleges except CHHS who already has triple representatives to ensure that all students get diligently reviewed. Senator Moreno brought up concern regarding use of SATs as a criteria. Senator Pandya asked for more information on how removing SAT might have affected group acceptance for the last cohort. SAT is only one of several measures used to determine qualifications.  

8.10 Revision: Certificate Policy 85-08 (AS-976-15/CEPC) – FIRST READING

Senator Brazier spoke to this item. This version is completely different from the previous after it was updated. Reduced number of units to be less specific, and give more flexibility to programs. Requirements drop from 18 units to 12 units minimum, as per Title 5. Existing certificates created before this policy will remain. 
8.11 Revision: Policies and Procedures for the Selection, Appointment and Review of Academic Administrators (AS-1000-16/FPPC) – FIRST READING
