7. UNFINISHED BUSINESS AND MATTERS POSTPONED FROM PREVIOUS MEETINGS

7.1 Revised GE Policy (AS-716-07/GEGC/EPC) SECOND READING 


Chair Soni expressed the feedback to the Executive Committee after the last meeting was that most senators felt they were not given sufficient time to digest the amendments to the GE Policy. The consensus of the Executive Committee was that the Academic Senate would work on the policy amendments as much as time will permit on May 17, 2007 and then entertain a motion to pass the matter over to the Academic Senate of 2007-08 for further study and revision.


William Johnson wanted a clarification concerning what “work” would be taken up today. Chair Soni stated the intent was to review each amendment for clarity and then move to refer the matter to the Academic Senate of 2007-08. Senator Johnson wanted to know if the motion was pending right now and was assured by Chair Soni that only if the Senate does not have an opportunity to decide on the acceptance or rejection of all of the amendments, then a motion will be made to refer the matter.


Chair Soni asked all senators to take a look at the revision that was submitted by Cecile Lindsay, who worked with Lisa Maxfield, Jay Kvapil and Ken Curtis to revise Section 2 of the policy, and is considered to be a substitute amendment. The revision was moved and seconded for further discussion. Senator Curtis stated that the intent of his original suggested amendment was with the language concerning student outcomes; however, the new proposal includes the use of “general language” concerning outcomes rather than stating specific outcomes. The revised proposal by Cecile Lindsay addresses his concern that skills are an evolving topic; therefore, Senator Curtis withdrew his amendment in support this new format.


Senator Curtis remarked that Lisa Maxfield has convened a group of experienced faculty to look at these proposed changes and that the work would go through the General Education Governing Committee. Senator Lindsay agreed that this is a “living document” that can change over time with regard to learning outcomes.


Alan Colburn asked if the titles in the revised document would be used in creating syllabi. Senator Lindsay said that any of the titles in the new document could be used in syllabi to match the learning outcomes. Senator Huckaby added that this is a first for CSULB. There is no precedent for including learning outcomes and that it would be up to GEGC to make sure at least one outcome is included in each course. Senator Viera stated that a new Executive Order (#595) from the Chancellor’s office will address even more learning outcomes such as Ethics and Social Responsibility, and Financial Planning, so new outcomes are being discussed all the time. The inclusion of these outcomes is a way of expressing values that we feel are important to society and the general public. Eileen Klink called the question to approve the amendment as it stands. It was so moved. With regard to the language of the amendment, it was moved and seconded to add the title “Ethical Reasoning and Social Responsibility” as a bullet under 2.3 following “Intercultural Competence.” The amendment was considered friendly.


Further discussion ensued regarding a possible change to the GE mission statement to include the new language of learning outcomes.

Regarding section 3.5.1 of the revised GE document, Leslie Andersen proposed a motion to include the newer language from the LEAP report and to approve the amendment proposed by Senator Freesemann to remove the last sentence in the paragraph. The amendment was considered friendly and it was M/S/P.


Regarding section 4.3, Senator Johnson moved to discuss the proposed change to lower the number of units. It was seconded and considered unfriendly after further discussion by Senator Huckaby. During the discussion, Senator Kvapil expressed his reluctance to accept this change because he wanted to allow students more flexibility. Brenda Vogel asked how the change would specifically affect students and Susan Black, from the Academic Advising Center, explained that the proposed change would effect total units by “double counting” courses which are interdisciplinary thus giving students more flexibility. Sharon Olson and Vincent Del Casino expressed opinions that the change would not give students a well-rounded educational experience. The change was called to question and the amendment was motioned and seconded, but not passed.


Regarding an amended change to section 5 Category B – Natural Sciences and Mathematics, by Senator Johnson. The discussion began with Senator Johnson stating that the world we live in requires students to increase their understanding of the sciences and mathematics for technological fields. The proposed amendment was considered unfriendly because it is very different from what the committee proposed and affects “floating units.” According to Marilee Samuelson, Director, Academic Advising Center, the current reality is that most students now take 11 units in Category B and Senator Huckaby stated that the minimum in Category B is already 11 units as designated in the GE policy. The amendment to Section 5 Category B was called to question and was motioned and seconded, but not passed.


Regarding Section 5 Category C, the proposed change was considered friendly and a change to the “flow of the wording” was M/S/P.


Regarding Section 5.6, an amendment from Senator Freesemann proposed that Category E (Self Integration) be included in the distribution of additional courses to reach the minimum total of 48 units that may be chosen from any courses approved for General Education in categories B, C, and E. Senator Huckaby said this would be an unfriendly amendment. Maria Viera said that other campuses have integrated Category E into other areas. It was motioned and seconded, but not passed.


Senator Freesemann moved to refer the PS 00-00 with all the amendments as currently passed during today’s Academic Senate, be referred to the next Academic Senate year and the Academic Senators of 2007-08. It was M/S/P.
