No candidate received a majority of votes on the first ballot and a run-off was conducted between Senator Freesemann and Senator Vollendorf, the top two vote-getters. Senator Vollendorf received a majority of votes in the run-off and was elected the Third At-Large Member of the Executive Committee.
