1. CALL TO ORDER: 2:08 p.m.
2. APPROVAL OF AGENDA:

4.3.1 Status of Policies before the Senate Consent Calendar: None
5. REPORTS OF SPECIAL COMMITTEES: None
6. SPECIAL ORDERS
6.1 Report: President Para (TIME CERTAIN: 2:10 p.m.)
· We offer our condolences to the victims of the Humboldt bus tragedy. The CSU set up counseling services for students and families involved. 
· The Search for a Vice President of Student Service is ongoing. The candidates are scheduled to visit the campus. The next candidate forum is tomorrow morning and the last one will take place next week. Individuals who meet the candidates may submit their electronic evaluations and feedback via a link that will be provided in an email reminder that will go out next week. Senators were encouraged to attend the open forum events with the candidates. 

· CSULB will host another mayoral debate on May 14th with the remaining two candidates: Damon Dunn and Robert Garcia. Both candidates spoke in great lengths about the importance of CSULB for the city of Long Beach and the larger LA region. 
· Commencement ceremonies are about a month away. We are graduating approximately 9,000 students this year. CSULB will have about 290,000 alumni; after graduations in 2015, the CSU system will have over 3 million graduates.  One of 10 people employed in California has at least one degree from a CSU. 
6.2 Report: CFA, Teri Yamada (TIME CERTAIN: 2:20 p.m.)
· The CA legislature is stating that CA has $1 billion more in revenue than was originally projected. We were $4 billion over the estimate last year at this time. We are currently waiting for the May revise before further negotiating the CSU budget. 

· Our contract is due June 30th. Opportunities for Equity Three will end at that date, but we are looking at other ways to improve the situation with faculty compensation. 

· CFA organized a book club that will be reading Benjamin Ginsberg’s book, “Fall of the Faculty: The Rise of the All-Administrative University and Why it Matters”. Dr. Ginsberg will visit our campus as a guest speaker on September 25. President Conley will be invited to the event and will have the opportunity to be a commentator. 
· The new interim CFA Chapter President is Douglas Domingo-Foraste from Classics. 
7. UNFINISHED BUSINESS: 
7.1 Proposal: Policy on Consensual Relationships
(AS-940-14/FPPC/EC) SECOND READING (TIME CERTAIN: 2:50)
Chair O’Connor motioned to move the agenda so that the remaining two first readings could be discussed briefly. Given that the Consensual Relationships Policy has proven to be somewhat controversial in previous Academic Senate meetings and will most likely not be approved by our last spring semester meeting next week, affording new policies a first reading allows the Senate to address other important business at hand   
A vote ensued to suspend the reading of this policy:

Approve: 45

Oppose: 4

The motion passed and item 8.3 will be discussed. 

After item 8.3 was introduced, Chair O’Connor demonstrated the amended version of the Policy on Consensual Relationships to the Academic Senate. The amendments were based on discussions from the last Senate meeting and were an attempt to streamline the document. Senator Wieland had proposed most of the modifications of this document and thus explained the changes more specifically to the Academic Senate. 
A vote ensued for Section 1.1 as amended:

Approve: 48
Oppose: 1

This section was approved as amended. 

A discussion ensued for the amendments in section 1.2 which led to modifications of this section. 
Further discussion ensued on whether the word “inappropriate” should be included in this paragraph. 

Approve:  13

Oppose: 34

The term “inappropriate” will not be included in this section. 
A vote on section 1.2 as amended ensued:

Approve: 45

Oppose: 4

This section was approved. 
Section 1.3 was deleted as it was believed to be redundant. 

The Academic Senate agreed to use, “covered individual” throughout the document. This terminology refers to any individual who is currently teaching, evaluating, counseling, coaching, advising and/or supervising students at CSULB. 

Senator Wieland contextualized the changes in section 2.1. A discussion took place regarding the phrase “Or has a reasonable expectation in the future of having…” . 

A vote ensued to keep the phrase:
Approve: 11

Oppose: 35

The phrase will not be included in this section. 

We will continue at section 2.2 during the next Academic Senate meeting on May 8th. 

7.2 Proposal: Policy Revision, Faculty Contact Hours
(AS-937-14/FPPC) SECOND READING 
7.3 Proposal: Policy on Education Abroad and Exchange Agreements 
(AS-935-14/CEPC) SECOND READING  

7.4 Discontinuance: CHHS, Certificate in Wilderness Studies
(AS-929-14/CEPC/URC) SECOND READING
Sections 7.2, 7.3 and 7.4 were not discussed during this meeting. 

8. NEW BUSINESS: 
8.1 Proposal: CLA, Department of Linguistics, Minor in TESOL 

(AS-924-14/CEPC/URC) FIRST READING (TIME CERTAIN: 2:25 p.m.)
Senator Finney, Chair of Linguistics, and Nancy Hall, Professor and Undergraduate Advisor in Linguistics, briefly introduced this proposal. This minor is a combination of classes that are currently offered on campus. There is local and national demand as these classes are taken by students who are interested in teaching English abroad, locally, etc. Recognizing this as a minor allows easy visibility in the transcripts and demonstrates specific training and interest in the field. This is a cost-effective academic objective for our students and provides convenient access if available on campus. Senator Klink moved to waive the first reading and go to second reading. This motion was approved. 
A vote ensued to approve this proposal:

Approved: 54

Opposed: 1

This proposal was approved. 

8.2 Proposal: CEPC, Teacher Preparation Committee, Revision of Charge and Membership 

(AS-943-14/CEPC) FIRST READING (TIME CERTAIN: 2:30 p.m.)
Cynthia Grutzik, Associate Dean of the College of Education, and, Laurie Gatlin, Assistant Professor of Art Education, spoke on behalf of this proposal. After much consultation, the charge, title, and membership of the committee was modified to improve the committee as a whole and to benefit the university: This committee  actively advocates for educative preparation across the university. The new title, “Educative Preparation Committee” better represents the community this committee is designed to serves  as it is inclusive of not only teachers, but also counselors, administrators, psychologists, etc. Changes to the charge were then presented to the Academic Senate. After several questions were answered, there was a motion to waive the first reading. This motion was unanimously approved. 
After discussion during the second reading and several friendly amendments to the charge and the membership, a vote ensued:

Approved: 46

Opposed: 2

This Proposal was approved. 
Chair O’Connor had moved to suspend the agenda for the purpose of conducting a first reading of items 8.3 and 8.4, as previously indicated in the minutes. In regard to the Policy on Intellectual Property, he believes that--although the policies may not pass this semester--it will allow the Academic Senate and the campus community some time to reflect on potential changes and also use the pending policy as a guideline for faculty interested in digital learning. 
A vote ensued:

Approve: 45

Oppose:  4

The motion to suspend the agenda was approved as long as each item had a time limit for discussion. 

8.3 Proposal: Policy on Baccalaureate Degree Unit Limits 

(AS-942-14/CEPC) FIRST READING (TIME CERTAIN: 2:35 p.m.)
Senator Brazier highlighted the modifications in this proposal in reference to past policy and indicated those recommendations that had been made by the Provost’s Task Force on Curriculum. The changes were made for clarification purposes and to streamline the implications of the policy. 

8.4 Proposal: Policy on Intellectual Property

(AS-944-14/FPPC) FIRST READING (TIME CERTAIN: 2:40 p.m.)
Chair O’Connor introduced this proposal, indicating that this long-overdue policy takes into consideration matters of intellectual property. Currently, the campus operates under policies that date back to 2003 (regarding faculty rights) and to 1998 (regarding patents and trademarks). This updated policy brings our approach to intellectual property issues in line with legal precedence and also with policies across the U.S. 

Senator Caron requested to increase the time allotted for discussion of this item to 10 minutes.  2/3 of majority vote is required to approve this motion. 
Approved: 28

Opposed: 23

This motion failed. The Senate now discussed item 7.1 as per the order of the agenda.
