Chair Huckaby convened the meeting at 2:05 p.m.

1. Approval of agenda.  M-S-P.
2. Approval of minutes.  M-S-P.
3. Announcements and requests for information

a. We have a new member from the College of Business, name forthcoming.

b. The next Senate meeting is Nov. 6.
c. CEPC is meeting next week, Wednesday October 29, 2-4 p.m.

4. Revision of PS 79-08, Choice of Textbooks and Faculty Responsibility on Multi-Section and Sequential Courses
a. Amend IA to read “details the content and student learning outcomes.”
b. Discussion of “standard course outline.”  This committee is not defining the elements of a standard course outline at this time; this currently varies by college.  Reference to student learning outcomes will remain despite the lack of standard course outline policy campus-wide.   Change IIID4 to reflect similar language: “review of the course content and student learning outcomes.”

c. No other changes; referred to senate.

5. Revision of catalog statement for the University Honors Program

a. Dr. Caron, Director of University Honors and Interdisciplinary Studies Programs is before council requesting a change: raise minimum GPA from 3.3 to 3.5.  University Honors program is not within a department/college; thus, it is before CEPC.
b. Rationale: this will energize the program and bring about cultural/attitudinal change.  The program currently has 406 students, approximately 1% of the student population at CSULB.  Similar programs elsewhere have 5-10% of the student population.  In addition, the current program at CSULB has only a 30-40% completion rate.  Dr. Caron hopes the change will increase retention, not just enrollment. In addition, this will help bring GPA standards in line with national standards and similar programs in other CSU campuses.

c. Students below 3.5 will be allowed to apply (will consider letter explaining a slow start).

d. Three separate GPAs will be raised from 3.3 to 3.5: High School GPA; first 12 units at CSU; and community college GPA.  

e. Changes approved.

6. Revision of PS 04-08, Maximum Student Load
a. An ad hoc committee will be developed to review this issue.  Ad hoc committee members: L. Garcia OR S. Goldasich, S. Stanley, and C. Ireland.  The ad hoc committee will obtain information from enrollment services on this issue. Issue: do we want an absolute maximum number of units in which a student could enroll?  Previous discussion included the possibility of raising the maximum load from 18 to 19 units to accommodate lab sections, athletic sections, etc. without administrative approval.  Perhaps new policy could specify a maximum number of units that could be approved by Associate Deans.  Requests beyond that number would require Provost approval. 
7. Revision of the charge to the CEP Council  
a. Paragraph 4.  Change “its responsibilities under its charge” to “the responsibilities….”
b. Typo in item 1, line 2: “programss” should be “programs.”

c. Several issues this committee addresses are omitted, including: appeals, grievances.  Change language in item 2 to reflect this.
d. Committee names will be added to current document.

e. Add Library and Teacher Preparation committees to list (although these do not generally refer policies to CEPC).

f. Add university-level curriculum committee duties.

g. Item 8, change “curriculum” to “curricular.”

h. Ask senate to consider whether 1 lecturer member should be 2 lecturer members, with 3-year term (equivalent length for all members).  Document should specify all membership criteria: typically elected, staggered 3-year terms.  Also, change “Director, Center for International Education” to “Associate Vice President, Center for International Education and Global Engagement or designee.”   Add “or designee” to ASI President.  Change “tenure track student services professional, academic-related” to “CAPS.”
i. Change “Steering Committee” to “steering committee” when general, or “CEPC Steering Committee” when specific. 

8. Revision to PS 16, Grade Appeal Procedure.  This issue was not addressed at this meeting.
