Item 5.1 Remarks from Academic Senate Chair 
	Dr. Praveen Soni, A.S. Chair, thanked the members of the FACT for their willingness to serve on a University-wide committee.  He reminded members of FACT that A.S. Committees report to the Academic Senate; that University policy changes and so forth are recommended to the A.S. for deliberation and ratification by vote.  He showed where FACT fits into the A.S. Committee structure.  

Dr. Soni shared a copy of the Report of the Board of Trustees’ Ad Hoc Committee on Governance, Collegiality, and Responsibility in the California State University (adopted September,1985).  He highlighted the role of FACT in academic governance as a resource “… from the knowledge of the subject matter and from the pedagogic expertise of the faculty.”  

Committees are representative bodies.  Key to shared governance is the election of representatives.  All meetings are open to members of the campus community, except in the case of private personnel matters.  With regard to drafting policy, committees may draft policy for Senate ratification.  What makes the A.S. job easier is when committees produce policy that is representative of the campus community.  It is not the role of committee chairs to persuade senators, but rather to be resources for the A.S.
