7.1.2. Discussion: Campus Safety, Faculty Concerns and Questions 
· Communication and notification system needs constant work and improvement. 

· Developing communication codes for dangerous situations or to communicate safety.

· Dealing with gun wielding students in the classroom. 

· Doors that open against the way you need to exit or enter. There is a conflict with firemen safety and policeman safety demands and the way the doors open. 

· Al Colburn discussed the problem with lack of sufficient lighting on campus by East Campus Drive and no evacuation signs/posters up on the new buildings. 
· Call boxes (CSO) are not reliable as staff is not always responsive. However police are reliable.  
·   Drills are important so people instinctively know what to do. In addition, during a moment of crisis, people react to how they feel is in their best interest. 

· Evacuation needs to have specified individuals to help direct people to exit in the most efficient manner to avoid chaos such as campus police. 

· Better communication between both police forces (city and campus police). 
· Safety discussions should take place at least once a semester. 

· Random safety practice drills should take place where people know one is coming up just not sure when. They will pay more attention. 

· Have a professional come in to evaluate and update our safety evacuation forms.
· Nancy Quam Wickham suggested Teri Yamada to look for a safety survey to distribute so people can express their concerns. 
· Safety matrix for the buildings on campus and what can/should be done when in this area. Start thinking of options then from there start the planning for a crisis situation.
